	At our school, we are committed to ensuring that all pupils, irrespective of their background or any challenges they may encounter, make significant progress and attain high standards across all subject areas. Our pupil premium strategy specifically aims to support students who are   statistically at risk in achieving this ambition. We acknowledge the unique difficulties faced by some vulnerable pupils, including those with social workers and young carers, and the            activities delineated in this statement are tailored to meet their needs, regardless of formal classification as disadvantaged.
Central to our approach is high-quality teaching, which focuses on the areas where                disadvantaged pupils may need the most support. Substantial evidence demonstrates that this methodology effectively narrows the attainment gap, while concurrently benefiting             non-disadvantaged pupils within our educational community. Implicit in our intended          outcomes is the expectation that the attainment of non-disadvantaged pupils will be          maintained and improved in tandem with the progress of their statistical disadvantaged    counterparts.
Our strategy will be responsive to common challenges and individual needs, relying on robust diagnostic assessments rather than assumptions about disadvantage's impact. The measures we have implemented are synergistic, allowing us to intervene early when needs arise, while ensuring their curriculum remains broad and enriching beyond English and maths
